BULL NECK SWAMP SCHOLARSHIP

A new scholarship has been established for an outstanding undergraduate stu-
dent in the Fisheries and Wildlife Program at NCSU. The Bull Neck Swamp
Scholarship will provide $2,000/semester ($4,000 annually) to a qualified Fisher-
ies and Wildlife student filing scholarship applications. This scholarship will be
awarded to students who have demonstrated strong academic achievement. For
incoming freshmen, a high school grade point average of at least 3.5 and a total
SAT score of 1150 are required. For transfer students and current students at NC
State, a total grade point average of at least 3.2 is required. Applications are due
1 May 2008.
