Thermostat Settings

There’s an age-old argument
about which way to manage
your thermostat is best. Be-
lieve it or not, turning the ther-
mostat down when you leave
in the evening and back up in
the morning uses less energy
and, therefore, saves you

money.
Studies have shown that the
fuel required to reheat a build-
ing to a comfortable tempera-
ture is roughly equal to fuel
saved as it drops to the lower
temperature. Also, fuel is saved
between the time that the tem-
perature stabilizes at the lower
level and the next time heat is
needed. In other words, the
longer your building remains at
the lower temperature, the
more energy you save.

By turning your thermostat
back for eight hours by just 10-
15 degrees, could save you five
to 15percent a year on heating
bills. There is about a one per-
cent savings for each degree
setback during an eight-hour
period. It is recommended that
while you are work; set the
thermostat at 68° during the
colder months and 78° during
the warmer months.

Consider using a programma-
ble thermostat to automatically
set the temperature low at
night or away, and raise the
temperature to a comfort level
when returning to work.

Most heat pump manufacturers
have a setback thermostat
specifically designed just for
that unit. The wrong thermostat
could actually cost more to
operate your heat pump!
Another word of caution re-

garding heat pumps: Increasing
the thermostat setting more
than 2 degrees all at once dur-
ing the heating mode can cause
the auxiliary electric heat to
operate. The energy consumed
on auxiliary or emergency heat
mode is quite expensive.

Smithfield is one of the
fastest growing communities
in the State and in 2006, after
years of planning, they took
their first steps toward mov-
ing out of their dated farm
house and into one of the best
community centers in the
State.

A couple PARTF grants
helped, but alone they were-
n’t enough to supplement the
local budget in the building
this 72,000 sf. center. The
department partnered with an
area school and engaged in a
very successful fund raising
drive, which to date has
raised over 1.3 million dol-
lars. “We used a professional
fund raising organization to
help us with our efforts...and
I’m glad we did,” said, Tim
Johnson the recreation direc-
tor. He went on to say that
using the professional defi-
nitely paid for itself, and then
some.

72,000 square feet may
seem like a lot for a town of
12,000, but “attendance and
revenue are exceeding all of
our expectation” and it ap-
pears that inexpensive recrea-
tion, couldn’t have come at a
better time.

City pool to open this
month—New Bern

Just in time for summer vaca-
tion, New Bern's nearly $4
million city pool is set toopen
in a matter of weeks.

The tentative opening of the
New Bern Aquatic Center is set
for June 22, but could be
pushed back a week, depend-
ing on the city's inspection
schedule. The pool is the top
recreation project on residents'
wish lists, according to city sur-
veys.

It's near the West New Bern
Recreation Center and has an
entrance off Laura Lane.

"I sleep, eat and dream this
thing," said Thurman Hardison,
the city's director of parks and
recreation. "It's going to be
really something to finally see it
open and see kids enjoying it."

The "swimming complex"”
measures about 15,000 square
feet, including locker rooms,
break rooms and office space.
Its function is simple, Hardison
says: "to be as much play as it
is swim."

There's a frog-shaped slide for
the "littlest customers," a larger,
three-turn slide for those seek-
ing a bigger splash, and a huge
bucket that gradually fills with
water and then empties near

the center of the pool. A sepa-
rate section has "teaching
lanes" designated for laps or
swimming lessons.

The pool has a "zero entry," so
swimmers can walk out into it
from a flat surface. The pool
gets gradually deeper, about 3
feet deep in the center and
nearly 6 feet deep at its deep-
est point.

Initial plans called for the pool
to operate year-round, but in
April, aldermen voted to nix the
pool's canopy to save money.
Removing the roof saved the
city $367,000, but that change
means the pool will operate
only on a May to September
schedule.

The project has its critics, most
of whom say the money for the
pool could have gone toward
more worthy projects.

Alderman Dana Outlaw has
consistently spoken, and voted,
against the pool, saying the
money spent on it could go
toward downtown parking or
toward economic development
in Five Points. Resident Nikki
Ingianni, who founded the Little
Red Bookmobile, has said she
would like to see the money
spent on educational ef-
forts.city pool is long over-
due.
